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Mumbai: The computer-based
Common Admission Test (CAT),
the passport to the Indian Insti-
tutes of Management, was not
a smooth process in 2009. But,
despite that, the management
schools have decided to contin-
ue their contract with Promet-
ric— the US-based testing firm
responsible for conducting the
2009 version of the test.

On its part, Prometric had
roped in an Indian firm for han-
dling the exam centres and pro-
viding the support software for
the test. “That contract with
NIIT, too, stands,” said an IIM
faculty member. Last year, ITM-
Ahmedabad and Bangalore had
shouldered the responsibility
of holding the test. That has
been passed on to IIM-Calcutta
and ITM-Lucknow.

CAT-2010 convenor Himan-
shu Rai said CAT 2010 would
continue to be conducted in the
computer-based format. But
1M faculty members said they

were discussing the modalities
with Prometric to ensure that
the systems were well-protect-
ed against virus attacks. “The
CAT 2010 will undergo changes
so that students don’t face the
same problems that aspirants
had to deal with the last time
CAT was held,” he added.
CAT-2009 was the first year
when the IIMs outsourced the
job of conducting the CAT. min
