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An important agreement has

been reached between the
United Kingdom Forestry
Commission and the Ministry
of Environment and Forests,
Government of India following
which England will provide
financial assistance to those
Indian States where forest land
has become barren under the
Forest Landscape Restoration
Project. A group of senior
Forest officials from England
visited the Indian Council of
Forestry Research and
Education (ICFRE) on Monday
in this regard.

According to the informa-
tion provided by official
sources, the Forest Landscape

Landscape restoration work
will be undertaken with finan-
cial assistance provided by
England in Uttarakhand,
Madhya Pradesh and Orissa
among other States. The group
of foreign officials who visited
Dehradun toured the jungles of
Maldevta area on the outskirts
of the town. They viewed the
sites used for mining phosphate
till 1982 which have been forest-
ed after decades of effort.
